Dear Kathy: 

Enclosed please find a draft Approval form for submission to the municipal offic.ers. 

Please inform the municipal officers that: 

A. 15 M.R.S.A. §5824(3) requires that, before any forfeitable item may be transferred to 
a State Agency, County or Municipality, the municipal legislative body must publicly 
vote to accept the item(s) if subsequently ordered forfeited by the Court; 

B. Under Rules issued by the Department of the Attorney General, a public vote must be 
made on each forfeiture "approval" and a "continuing resolution" of approval cannot be 
accepted; 

C. As with all forfeitures, an approval of a transfer by the municipal legislative body 
does not guarantee either that the Defendant(s) In Rem will in fact be forfeited or, if 
forfeited, that the Court will order the item(s) transferred to the approving Department, 
Agency, County or Municipality. The municipalleg~slative body's approva.l only 
signifies that, if the Defendant(s) In Rem are in fact ordered forfeited and, if the Attorney 
General and the Court agree to a transfer of all or part of the Defendant(s) In Rem to a 
Qepartment, Agency, County or Municipality based upon the "substantial contribution " 
of that Department, Agency, County or Municipa~ty, then that entity is in fact, willing to 
accept the Defendant(s) In Rem or portions thereof. In order to streamline what is 
otherwise a cumbersome forfeiture process, it is our practice to seek State, county or 
municipal approval in anticipation of the final order of forfeiture. However, final 



forfeiture is not guaranteed and both the municipal legislative body and the law 
enforcement agency involved are cautioned that they should not encumber funds or 
property until a Final Order granting them lawful title to the property is delivered to 
them; 

D. Under the provisions of the Forfeiture Statute, if the municipal legislative body fails 
to approve a transfer in a timely manner, any forfeited items shall be transfen·ed to the 
State of Maine General· Fund. 

Assuming your municipal legislative body does grant its approval, kindly see to it that the 
accompanying form is signed by the appropriate person and is "embossed" with the seal of the 
municipality. Then, please return the original to me for filing, and retain a copy for your 
records.

Whereas, this road posting is intended to prevent damage to road base and pavement during 
the critical period when the frost is thawing from the road base; and 

Whereas, historically, this period is when the roads are the most susceptible to damage from 
heavy weight traffic; and 

Whereas, the streets and roadways designated for weight limit posting are those with an open 
ditch drainage system and no underdrains; and 

Whereas, the thirteen roads proposed for posting are as follows: 
Ferry Road - From Cottage Road to River Road 
River Road - From Ferry Road to the Solid Waste Facility 
Dyer Road - From Lisbon Road to Ferry Road 
Pinewoods Road- From Ferry Road to Town Line 
Gayton Road- From Lisbon Road to Town Line 
Webster Road - From Old Lisbon Road to Crowley Road 
Merrill Road from College Road to Main Street 
Sleeper Road- From Merrill Road to Town Line 
Randall Road - From Sunrise Lane to Grove Street 
Grove Street- From Randall Road to Town Line 
Old Greene Road- From North Temple Street to Town Line 
No Name Pond Road - From Old Greene Road to Town Line 
Pond Road- From Cherrywood Drive to No Name Pond Road; 
Golder Road - From Sabattus St. to Pond Road 
South Lisbon Road - Crowley Road Estward to Lisbon Street (east end of South 

Lisbon Road 
Cotton road- Lewiston/Lisbon Town Line to Ferry Road. 

Whereas, all vehicles or combination of vehicles 23,000 pounds or less, emergency response 
vehicles, school buses, fuel delivery trucks, State or municipal highway maintenance 
vehicles, or authorized vehicles under the direction of a public jurisdiction engaged in 
emergency maintenance of a public highway would be exempted; and 

Whereas, this posting is in accordance with Lewiston City Ordinance 70-100. 

Now, therefore, be it ordered by the City Council of the City of Lewiston that the 
Public Works Director is hereby authorized to post the streets identified above for weight limits 
through the spring thaw period beginning March 2, 2020 and ending May 1, 2020.

SUBJECT: Weight Limit Road Postings 

The Department of Public Works is requesting that the Lewiston City Council authorize the posting of 
the following roads prohibiting vehicles having a gross weight greater than 23,000 pounds. The 
proposed posting would be from March 2, 2020 to May 1, 2020, but exceptions may be made if road 
conditions are favorable and on a case-by-case basis by the Director of Public Works. The posting could 
potentially be lifted earlier if weather and road conditions are favorable. 

This posting is to prevent damage to the road base and pavement during the critical period of time when 
the frost is thawing from the road base. Historically, this period oftime is when the roads are the most 
susceptible to damage from heavy weight traffic. The streets and roadways deemed for the weight limit 
postings are those with an open ditch drainage system and no under-drains. The sixteen roads proposed 
for posting are as follows: 

1. Feny Road -From Apple Road to River Road 
2. River Road- From Feny Road to the Solid Waste Facility 
3. Dyer Road - From Lisbon Road to Feny Road 
4. Pinewoods Road- From Feny Road to Town Line 
5. Gayton Road - From Lisbon Road to Town Line 
6. Webster Road- From Old Lisbon Road to Crowley Road 
7. Merrill Road from College Road to Main Street 
8. Sleeper Road - From Merrill Road to Town Line 
9. Randall Road- From Sunrise Lane to Grove Street 
10. Grove Street- From Randall Road to Town Line 
11. Old Greene Road - From North Temple Street to Town Line 
12. No Name Pond Road- From Old Greene Road to Town Line 
13. Pond Road- From Cherrywood Drive to No Name Pond Road 
14. Golder Road- From Sabattus St. to Pond Road 
15. South Lisbon Road - Crowley Road Eastward to Lisbon Street (east end of South Lisbon Rd.) 
16. Cotton Road- Lewiston/Lisbon TL to Feny Road 

Exempted vehicles would be all vehicles or combination of vehicles 23,000 pounds or less, emergency 
response vehicles, school buses, fuel delivery trucks, State or municipal highway maintenance vehicles 
or authorized vehicles under the direction of a public jurisdiction engaged in emergency maintenance of 
a public highway thereof.

INFORMATION: 

Staff has recently undertaken a review of properties on which tax liens have matured. 
Among these properties are nine vacant parcels of land and one property with an 
abandoned single family dwelling. After numerous attempts to contact the owners and 
parties in interest through the normal collection and tax lien process and in accordance 
with City Policy #92, Properties with Matured Tax or Sewer Liens, a thirty-day matured 
lien demand letter was sent to property owners in which they were informed that if 
amounts due the City were not paid, the City Council would consider taking possession of 
the property. In spite of these additional efforts, the amounts due to the City have not 
been paid. As a result, it is now time for the City Council to act to take possession of 
these properties and consider their future use or disposition. This Resolve would do so 
and would authorize the sale of these properties through a process to be recommended 
by the Finance Committee. Staff will recommend that the Finance Committee 
recommend these parcels be sold through the competitive bid process.

State election law requires all municipalities with a population of 5,000 or over to have a local Voter Registration 
Appeals Board. The Appeals Board meets on an as needed basis to conduct hearings to hear from any citizens who are 
appealing the decision of the Registrar of Voters if these citizens were denied the right to vote in Lewiston. In the past 
20 years, this board has met only once. 

The Board is made up of three people, per state statutes- the chairperson, who is nominated by the City Clerk, and one 
representative each from the local Democratic party and the local Republican party. The municipal officers need to 
confirm the nominations and formally appoint the members. The party representatives are typically the chairpersons of 
the local committee. 

Kiernan Majerus-Collins is the Lewiston Democratic Party Chairperson and up until recently was the Democratic 
party representative to the Appeals Committee. The City Charter states that residents who hold an elected position with 
the City are unable to simultaneously hold an appointed position, noting a potential conflict of interest. As such, Mr. 
Majerus-Collins needed to step aside from his position on the Appeals Board due to his election to the School 
Committee. The Lewiston Democratic Committee meet and has selected Elizabeth Eames as their party's nominee to 
serve on this Committee. Passage is requested.

Ordinance Amendment for Consistency with State Rules 

Chapter 22 of the Code of Ordinances references the State of Maine's rules regulating food 

establishments, lodging establishments, and tattoo establishments is outdated and incorrect. Lewiston 

is one of four communities in the state to have a memorandum of understanding with the Maine Center 

for Disease Control and Prevention to inspect eating and lodging establishments and to coordinate 

communications and activities to protect Maine from emerging public health threats. This includes Food 

Services Establishments (FSEs or restaurants), Class A Lounges (drinking establishments), and Mobile 

Units (food trucks). A requirement of this State delegated review authority is a requirement that the 

City Code reference current state laws and rules. The City also inspects Special Food Handlers (bakeries, 

convenience stores, establishments preparing food for consumption off premises). These 

establishments are inspected at the local level with reference to the Maine Food Code, but not under 

delegated authority from the State. Special Food Handlers require both a city license and a license from 

the Maine Department of Agriculture, Conservation and Forestry (DACF). 

Staff is proposing the following amendments: 

e Chapter 22-49, Adoption of State of Maine Rules, Section 1 refers to the current adopted State 

of Maine Food Code as the 2001 version. The State and municipalities with delegated authority 

are currently enforcing the 2013 State of Maine Food Code. Rather than referencing a specific 

version, staff is recommending an amendment that references the "latest" FDA food code as 

adopted and amended by the Maine Department of Human Services in the enforcement of all 

Food Service Establishments, Special Food Handlers, Mobile units and Class A Lounges licensed 

by the City of Lewiston; see Section 22-49(1) . 

o Reference to the "latest" rules relating to Lodging Establishments as set forth by the 

Department of Health and Human Services; see Section 22-49(2). 

• Reference to the "latest" rules relating to the Administration and Enforcement of Eating 

Establishments, Mobile Units and Tattoo Establishments as adopted and amended by the Maine 

Department of Human Services; see Section 22-49(3). 

• Add the City's "Special Food Handlers" licenses to Article VI, Division 1. The DACF, who also 

license the City's Special Food Handlers, uses the 2013 Maine Food Code. Currently, Special 

Food Handlers' are not specifically referenced in Article VI, Division 1, leading to some 

confusion. This amendment clarifies that special food handlers must meet the requirements of 

the Maine Food Code. 

• Throughout Chapter 22, any reference to a "Roving Diner" is changed to a "Mobile Unit" to be 

consistent with the State's licensing terms. 

• Definitions in Section 22-2 are updated for consistency with State requirements and to provide 

additional clarification. 

These amends add clarification to the requirements of licensed establishment while maintaining 

consistency with applicable State laws and rules.

Pushcart means a self-propelled mobile unit that is limited to preparing and serving non­
potentially hazardous foods or foods that are deemed low risk by the health inspector/sanitarian. 

Roving diner means any portable, and any vehicle, food truck, trailer, cart, v.ragon, 
conveyance or carrier of any kind, capable of being moved from its serving site at any time from 
'.vhich food is sold or caused to be sold, at retail, from house to house, store to store, building to 
building, or along or upon any sidevnlik, street, park or other public property in the city; lunch 
v.ragons. The term "roving diner" shall not be construed to include caterers, vendors of dairy 
products, ice, bakery products, or similarly employed route salesmen 'tvhile engaged in making 
deliveries to their regular customers or persons making deliveries on order from customers of retail 
stores in the city. 

Stick built joints are a type of mobile unit containing food service equipment that may be 
assembled and disassembled for storage or transportation and may only operate at a fixed location 
for the duration of an approved community event.

( 6) On any city sidewalk where the remaining pedestrian travel path is less than six 
feet. 

(7) In such a way that any part of the equipment overhangs over private property, 
unless the owner of the pushcart has authorization from the property owner in 
writing. 
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(c) No pushcart shall be operated or stationed in, on or within 100 feet of any area subject to 
an exclusive franchise granted by the city. The city clerk shall maintain a list of such areas 
and shall advise operators of pushcarts of the location thereof. 

(d) Operators of pushcarts shall provide waste paper receptacles for use by their customers and 
shall maintain the areas in which they operate free oflitter generated by their business. 

(e) A license to operate a pushcart in the streets, ways and public places pursuant to this 
division may be suspended by the city clerk upon three days' written notice and hearing, 
for a period of five days, for a violation of any provision of this section and may be revoked 
by the municipal officers upon five days' written notice and hearing, for repeated violations 
of the provisions of this section. 

(f) Food trucks, stick built ioints and food trailers 

(1) Food trucks and trailers may operate on City owned property from 6:00 a.m. to 
10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. to 1:00 a.m. on private property in zoning districts where 
restaurants are a permitted use as per Appendix A, Article XI, Section 22(c) ofthe 
Code of Ordinances of the City of Lewiston with the permission of the property 
owner. 

(2) Police Department has the right to close down or request a food truck or trailer to 
relocate, where in the opinion of the Department, the food truck or trailer is 
causing or contributing to an imminent public safety hazard. 

(3) Food trucks, stick built joints and food trailers shall not be permitted on the 
grounds of any school unless as part of a school authorized function. 

(4) Food trucks, stick built joints and food trailers shall not be permitted in 
cemeteries, parking garages, city owned parking lots, on Lisbon Street, and within 
the boundaries of a City park unless part of a permitted event. 

( 5) In locations on public property where food trucks and trailers are permitted to 
operate, food trucks and trailers shall comply with all parking rules outlined in 
Chapter 70, Article IV of the City Code of Ordinances, except that food trucks 
otherwise operating lawfully and actively offering food for sale on public property 
may, in any twenty-four (24) hour period, "feed" any parking meter once in order 
to extend the maximum parking time to 4 hours. Hourly parking food trucks or 
trailers may have a maximum of 4 hours at any timed spot. 

( 6) Separation Requirement: 
a. Except when operating in connection with a festival or special event, food 

Trucks, stick built joints and food trailers shall not locate within 100 feet, 
measured by the most direct line, of occupied space of a food service 
establishment having a fixed location. 
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b. No minimum measured space is required between food trucks, stick built joints 
and food trailers. 

(7) In addition to complying with the City's ordinances related to roving diners mobile 
units and these regulations, the owner and operator of a food truck, stick built 
joints or food trailer is responsible for applying for and obtaining all other 
necessary city licenses required for the service of food and beverages. The food 
truck or trailer itself shall be in compliance with the motor vehicle laws of the 
State of Maine, securing State of Maine Mobile Vendor license, and the food truck 
or trailer owner is responsible for verifying that a specific location does not violate 
an ordinance of the City. 

(8) Food trucks, stick built joints and food trailers may not be parked overnight on 
city streets or in city parking lots. 

(9) Size limitations: Food trucks and trailers shall not exceed ten (10) feet in width, 
including any side extensions or awnings. Food trucks and trailers parking in 
metered parking spaces on city-owned property shall not exceed twenty (22) feet 
in length including the length of any trailer hitch, trailer, or other extension. Food 
trucks and trailers parking in non-metered parking spaces on city-owned property 
shall not exceed twenty-four (24) feet in length, including the length of any trailer 
hitch, trailer, or other extension. 

(10) Food trucks and trailers shall be self-contained when operating, except for the 
required trash and/or recycling receptacles, which shall be in contact with the food 
truck, in a safe location and in no event shall impede the free movement of 
automobiles or pedestrians. Owner is responsible for all clean up and waste. 

(11) Food trucks and trailers shall serve to the sidewalk or esplanade next to a sidewalk 
when parked in spaces parallel to City sidewalks. 

(12) Food trucks and trailers shall park parallel to sidewalk or esplanade. 

(13) Food trucks and trailers shall be in a timed, metered or legal parking spot. 

(14) Only food and/or non-alcoholic beverages are allowed to be sold on City property. 

(15) Each food truck, stick built joint or food trailer vendor shall provide the City of 
Lewiston with a certificate of insurance to cover public liability in the amount of 
at least $400,000.00. 

(16) The food truck, stick built joint or food trailer shall be inspected and properly 
licensed. If food is prepared outside of the truck, stick built joint or trailer base 
station it shall be prepared in a State of Maine licensed food service establishment. 
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(17) Food trucks, stick built joint and food trailers shall comply with the City's noise 
requirements. 

(18) A license to operate a food truck, stick built joint or food trailer in the streets, ways 
and public places pursuant to this division may be suspended by the city clerk upon 
three days' written notice and hearing, for a period of five days, for a violation of 
any provision of this section and may be revoked by the municipal officers upon 
five days' written notice and hearing, for repeated violations of the provisions of 
this section.

PROPOSAL 
Martel School Apartments will create up to 44 homes for seniors who seek safe, affordable living that is 
accessible, sustainable, and allows them to age in their community. 

HISTORIC REHAB 

The cornerstone ofthis redevelopment proposal is the historic rehabilitation ofthe c.1922 school building. 
The existing classrooms will be renovated into apartments and will retain much of their historic charm, 
including original trim, built-in bookshelves and cubbies, and, when possible, chalkboards and other 
historic features. The office spaces and multipurpose spaces will also be repurposed into either living 
space or shared community space for residents or community partners. All building systems (electrical, 
plumbing, and mechanical) will be replaced to contemporary requirements. 

The building exterior will be fully restored, and significant focus will be on improving the quality of the 
building envelope to improve energy efficiency. This approach will likely include replacement of the 
current windows with new, historically-accurate replacements, additional insulation in the building 
exterior and roof, and air sealing. To complement the improved performance of the building envelope, 
redevelopment will also include installation of new heat and hot water systems, which will include ample 
ventilation to improve the health of all building occupants. We will assess the roof and determine if the 
roof needs replacement or repair, and we will determine if any additional insulation is required to prevent 
energy loss. Furthermore, the entire building and site will be tested for hazardous materials, including 
lead and asbestos, and all contaminants will be remediated according to the relevant rules and 
regulations. 

This proposal is contingent on the successful listing of the c.1922 building on the National Historic Registry. 

NEW CONSTRUCTION 

The newer wing of the school will be demolished. In its place, we will build a three-story building that will 
complement the design elements of the historic school and incorporate critical accessibility and 
sustainability features. 

SITE 

All redevelopment will occur on the front portion of the site, roughly within the same footprint as is 
currently occupied by both the original school and the newer wing. To improve stormwater management, 
impervious surfaces will be reduced to the extent that is feasible given the parking requirements for the 
proposed redevelopment, and site design will include a stormwater management plan that features 
sustainable options such as rain gardens with native plants and grasses. 

The rear portion of the site will be reserved as green space for the benefit of the residents of Martel School 
Apartments and/or the broader community.

DESIGN INTENT 

SUSTAINABILITY 

Sustainable design improves the quality and longevity of the homes we produce. Avesta's in-house 

construction expertise means that every building we construct exceeds the minimum code requirements 

for key markers of building performance such as insulation, air sealing, and ventilation. We specify robust 

envelopes to minimize winter heat loss and reduce summer heat gain, and we select mechanical systems 
that use energy efficiently.

This redevelopment will feature an elevator, accessible routes to all apartments, 

fully-accessible barrier-free apartments for people who use mobility devices, adaptable units to meet the 

needs of seniors aging in place, and a visual fire alarm system to improve the safety and comfort of 
individuals with hearing limitations.

As part of our commitment to community engagement and accessibility, we will partner with the newly­

founded 3i Supportive Housing, an organization whose mission is to build homes for adults with physical 

disabilities who wish to live independently. The Martel site is an ideal location to explore this partnership 

because of its close proximity to retail and commercial activities, which improves independence for those 

with limited mobility. By partnerlng with 3i, we will ensure design approaches and unit features that will 

promote independent living and incorporate supportive services to provide the best outcomes for those 
who live w ith physical disabilities.

lEWISTON HOUSING AUTHORITY 

Lewiston Housing Authority (LHA) was created in 1963 and is the municipal housing authority for the City 

of Lewiston. LHA's mission is to provide decent, safe, and affordable housing, free of discrimination, to 
those eligible persons who need housing assistance and, in so doing, promote economic uplift and 

personal growth. LHA owns and/or manages 461 units of public & non-profit affordable rental housing. It 

also administers nearly 1,100 Housing Choice Vouchers to families living in privately owned housing. 

LHA has an annual budget of $13 .3MM and there are approximately 42 professionals working at LHA with 

many years of experience developing and managing housing in the City of Lewiston. A volunteer 

community board, appointed by the Mayor, provides oversight and direction for LHA operations. 

To facilitate the development of new affordable housing in the region, LHA created the Lewiston-Auburn 

Area Housing Development Corporation (LAAHDC) in 1983. LAAHDC is a component unit of LHA, and the 

two share common board members. LAAHDC is also staffed by LHA. LHA is currently using the consulting 

services of John Anton to staff its housing functions, including the activity of LAAH DC. 

AVES'fA HOUSING 
Avesta Housing, founded in 1972, is a Portland-based nonprofit organization whose mission is to improve 

lives and strengthen communities by promoting and providing quality affordable homes for people in 

need. Avesta focuses on five areas of affordable housing: advocacy, real estate development, property 

management, senior and assisted living, and homeownership. The organization has more than 280 

employees, $300 million in assets, and an annual budget of $47 million. 

The organization currently owns and manages nearly 100 affordable housing developments, for a total of 

more than 2,700 units in Maine and New Hampshire. The portfolio consists of state and federally assisted 

family and elderly/disabled housing, affordable rent-restricted apartments, mixed-income (affordable and 
market rate) rental developments, supportive housing for long-term homeless and visually impaired, and 

unrestricted workforce housing. Additionally, Avesta owns and operates two assisted-living facilities. Both 

assisted-living facilities offer private pay and Mainecare supported housing for seniors, which uniquely 

positions Avesta to house and support seniors requiring a higher level of care regardless of their income.

Neighborhood. This new construction 
featured many historic details and 
intentional design elements to echo the 
characteristics of this historic 
neighborhood while still preserving 

accessibility and function. Some examples 
include a raised ground floor, a front porch, 
and a copper mansard roof.

l.Last Fall we were notified that 7 storage units in 
Turner that had been donated to us were no longer 
being made available and we would have to move 
everything out before the end of the year. We rented a 
storage POD and placed it behind the Auburn School 
bus garage, filled it with as much as we could and 
squeezed all our paper in our small space we have at the 
Bates Mill Complex trying desperately not to ttThrow 
anything away" anything as this would defeat our 
mission! 

2. We ~~had been" given permission to keep some of our 
furniture in a more open room next to our storage room 
at the Bates Mill Complex. We were able to collect 



thousands of dollars in valuable items and distribute 
them to our members right there at the MilL The space 
also allowed us to set up fundraising sales and events. 
This was great for a while .... Then this spring they 
started doing construction on the Mill to accommodate 
a new business. They are not renovating the space we 
were using for our furniture but they needed our 
borrowed space to set up saws and a metal breaker! 
Consequently that forced us to find another space for 
our furniture. Thafs when I approached the Lewiston 
School department about using the Martel school 
building since it was vacated once the new Connor 
school was built. They (LPS) were fine with us using the 
school as long as we had permission from the City Of 
Lewiston because they were turning over the building 
to them October 1,2019. The City approved and that's 
where are furniture is today! We are very thankful for 
the space! Since the end of June we have been able to 
take in thousands of dollars worth of furniture and 
technical equipment we never would have had space for 
otherwise! In just the last couple of weeks we have 
easily distributed over $50,000.00 worth of furniture 
and other materials to our members at "no additional 
charge" to their annual fee! 



SHAREcenter's Vision: 

The Dr. Martel, SHAREcenter, Multi-purpose, 
Community Hub 

Dr. Martel, for whom the school was named after was 
very active in the local Community. His hard work and 
dedication to the needs of the local citizens was seen in 
many areas of Lewiston. Louis J Martel was born in St. 
Hyancinthe, Quebec, Canada. Dr Martel came to live and 
practice medicine in Lewiston Maine in 1873. He 
became a naturalized citizen of the United States in 
1879 and urged his fellow countrymen to do the same} 
frequently helping them financially to do so. Dr Martel 
was founder of L' Instituit Jacques Cartier, an 
organization which helped imn1igrants of French 
extradition to settle in Lewiston. The citizens of 
Lewiston urged City officials to name this school in 
honor of D. Martel. They hoped that Dr. Martel's 
examples would serve as an inspiration to the students 
of this school, that, they too would devote some part of 
their lives to the betterment of this city and its 
residents. Our vision is to continue to honor Dr Marters 
dedication to helping immigrants and educators in our 
community by making Martel School a Multi- purpose~ 
Community center uHub". 

The school is made up of three sections. The front, 
older section of the school, facing Lisbon Street was 
built somewhere between 1913 and 1918. It is a three-



story building with a basement and two stories above. 
We envision this area perfect for a possible Makers 
Space in the basement and UPop up Shops" in the 
classrooms on the top floors. The Makers Space would 
provide a wonderful opportunity for crafters and 
teachers to use SHAREcenter materials right there at 
our center, ~~share" ideas through workshops and 
prepare materials to use in their classrooms! We would 
charge a small fee for use of the tools, space and 
equipment. 

The top floors would be ideal space for Entrepreneurs 
to ~'test" displaying and selling their wares for a 
reasonable rental fee. We would encourage their 
merchandise or services to be directed towards but not 
limited to environmental, educational or non-profit 
concerns. Some examples may be to sell or service items 
that are recycled, re-used, repurposed or up-cycled, 
such as shoe/leather repair} vintage clothing, 0-waste I 
no plastic dispensaries, antiques to name a few. The 
rental of this space would help support maintenance 
and utilities of the building. 

The "newern first floor wing made up of classrooms is 
perfect for our new SHAREcenter. It would provide 
ample storage and display of the materials and furniture 
we offer our members and easy drop off and pick up of 
donations. There is ample space to create a ~~Green 
Zone" store for us to sell to the general public our 



overflow of donations. These funds in turn would help 
support our operating costs. 

Lastly, the gym/cafeteria would be a perfect community 
center. It could be used for sporting practice, multi­
cultural events, fundraisers, work -shops etc .... the list is 
limitless for possibilities! 
The school has ample parking to accommodate 
relatively large gatherings. Again~ we would charge a fee 
for use to help fund our budget. 

Subject to further inspection we would also be 
interested in retaining the doublewide unit adjacent to 
the building. This two -room structure would make an 
ideal donation ~~drop off, sorting facility. (We have 
excited interest from both Auburn and Lewiston schools 
and other non-profits to have a place for high school 
students and clients to come help us while fulfilling 
their community service!) This location would be 
perfect!

• Acquired by the City March 23,2018 as part of the canal system acquisition from 

Brookfield Renewable Partners. 

A qualified developer has approached the City about redeveloping the pump house. Uses being 
consider include a coffee shop/cafe, restaurant, and possibly assembly space that may be 
available for community use. These uses are consistent with the City's Riverfront Island Master 
Plan and Comprehensive Plan. The developer has requested to remain anonymous at this time, 
preserving their rights to negotiate the sale of the property subject to City Council approval. 
Therefore, Administration is recommending disposition of the property through direct 
negotiation with the developer (Property Disposition option 5.5). The disposition of the property 
will be subject to many details as the City wants to make sure access and easements remain in 
place for utilities, bicycle and pedestrian access along the canal and river, and maintenance of the 
canal and associated infrastructure. The potential developer has also indicated a strong interest 
in coordinating this project with Museum LA at 1 Beech Street and the redevelopment of the 
Pamco building at 35 Beech Street.

INFORMATION: 

The Department of Public Works is recommending that the proposed Doe Run be accepted as a 
City street. Included in this acceptance are storm water drainage, sewer, and maintenance 
easements. The Department has coordinated with the Developer to insure awareness of 
construction and acceptance requirements, conformance to City standards for street construction, 
and conformance to City C()des for street acceptance. The utilities and base pavement have been 
installed, tested and approved for acceptance; however, several items remain to be completed per 
a submittal from the Developer. These open items are secured by a letter of credit to the City for 
$50,000. If these items are not completed by August lsth of this year, the City will be able to 
draw against the letter of credit to mmplete the remaining work during the 2020 construction 
season. 

Attached is a petition from the developer requesting acceptance of subject street, a map showing 
the general location of the street, a written legal description of the street and easements, ad a 
Warranty Deed to the City for the street. The Developer has also provided the City with an 
easement for maintenance of active cross country sewer mains through the unbuilt portion of the 
subdivision until such time that Fawn Lane is constructed and a::cepted. The sewers installed in 
2010 provide service to the homes that were constructed previously along Deer Rd as part of the 
Deer Ridge Subdivision.

The City Council has determined and adjudged that public convenience and necessities of the City, require 
that the following street, as presently laid out, be accepted, allowed and established as a public street for the 
use of the City of Lewiston: 

A certain lot or parcel of land situated in the City of Lewiston, County of Androscoggin, State of Maine, 
being bounded and described as follows: 

Beginning, at a 5/8" rebar on the apparent southwesterly sideline of Deer Road at a point of curvature on the 
northeasterly sideline of Lot 6 as shown on a Subdivision Plan for Glen E. Dube entitled, "Deer Ridge 
Revision 3" prepared by Survey Works, Inc. dated July 20 2007 (revised September 24, 2018) and recorded 
in the Androscoggin County Registry of Deeds in Plan Book 52, Page 155. Said rebar beingS 34° 30' 57" E 
a distance of one hundred one and 56/100 feet (101.56') from the northerly comer of said Lot 6. 

1) Thence, southerly along the easterly sideline of said Lot 6 on a curve to the right with a radius of 
twenty-five and 00/100 feet (25.00'), an arc length of thirty-seven and 871100 feet (37.87'), and a 
delta angle of 86° 47' 30" to a capped 5/8" rebar;

SUBJECT: Acceptance of Doe Run, a portion of Deer Ridge Subdivision 

The Department of Public Works is recommending that the proposed Doe Run, starting at Deer Road; 
thence, in a southwesterly direction a distance of approximately seven hundred ninety (790) feet to the 
terminus, be accepted as a City street. fucluded in this acceptance are storm water drainage, sewer, and 
maintenance easements. 

The Department of Public Works has coordinated with the Developer to insure awareness of construction 
and acceptance requirements, conformance to City standards for street construction, and conformance to 
City Codes for street acceptance. The utilities and base pavement have been installed, tested and 
approved for acceptance, but several items remain to be completed per a submittal from the Developer on 
11/25/ 19 and a letter of credit for $50,000 has been provided to the City on 12/19/19. If these items are 
not completed by 8/15/20 the City will have cause to draw sufficient payment on the letter of credit to 
complete the remaining work during the 2020 construction season. 

Attached is a petition from the developer requesting acceptance of subject street, a map showing the 
general location of the street, a written legal description of the street and easements, and a Warranty Deed 
to the City for the street. 

The Developer has also provided the City with an easement for maintenance of active cross country sewer 
mains through the unbuilt portion of the subdivision until such time that Fawn Lane is constructed and 
accepted as a City street. The sewers installed in 2010 provide service to the homes that were constructed 
previously along Deer Rd as part of the Deer Ridge Subdivision.

Finance Committee FY21 LCIP Recommendation to Council 

February 11, 2020 

The Finance Committee has reviewed the FY21 Lewiston Capital Improvement Program 
(LCIP) as requested. The Finance Committee recognizes that this document is a long­
term planning tool utilized by the City Council and Administration, and that all projects 
are subject to scrutiny of the budgetary process. 

The FY21 LCIP lacks a much needed higher level of detail in its presentation. The 
reviewer is left with many questions on need of service or items. It lacks a historic 
approach to a problem. It lacks an implementation explanation. Much of our forward 
planning is now left up to private companies giving us estimates on what they want, 
and not on what we need or can afford. At this time, the FY21 LCIP has too many large 
changing financial components for the Finance Committee to give a clear directional 
financial picture of its possible impact. We will highlight a few areas of concern. 

School Department Request of $1,155,000 

Given their available $4.3 million fund balance, the Finance Committee is 
recommending not to fund the requested projects through the issuance· of bonds. Fund 
balance should be used to fund all School capital requests for the coming year. Further, 
consider moving the FY22 LCIP security camera project up to FY21 and fund this project 
also through fund balance. 

Additionally, the School Committee may wish to revisit the scope and budgetary amount 
of $255,000 for the Dingley Safety and Security Project. Some items noted, for example 
protecting the existing air intakes, seems somewhat excessive given existing risks. 

Bates Mill 5 Environmental Clean-up Request of $505,000 

Given the uncertainty of the development of Mill 5 and the "option" effective until 
February 2021, the Finance Committee recommends curtailing costs as much as 
possible until the option is triggered. The Finance Committee strongly urges the City 
Council not to extend the option further. 



The Finance Committee recommends moving forward with the site cleanup, keeping in 
mind the cost differential between developing Mill 5 and demolishing it, by proceeding 
with what can be done in the coming year on asbestos and lead paint remediation until 
more information is known. This should avoid potential duplication of efforts and the 
costlier expense of PCBs encapsulation. The City Council should proceed with extreme 
caution before locking in future contracts that are not to Lewiston's benefit. 

LA911 FY2022 Request of $300,000 

Considering future LA911's capital requests, the Finance Committee is extremely 
concerned with a proposed change from the current cost-sharing agreement with the 
City of Auburn and strongly urges the City Council to maintain the existing 50/50 cost­
sharing arrangement. 

The Finance Committee strongly urges the Council to review all FY21 LCIP items as they 
are injected into the final City budget. There needs to be a closer follow-up between the 
City Council, Planning Board, and Finance Committee, once particular items are agreed 
upon. The Devil is in the detail and the implementation of a "wish or need" item should 
be reviewed by all branches in order to have a solid plan of project implementation. 
The explanation in the LCIP could be far from what we all envision unless we are made 
aware of its working components. 

The Administrator's monthly report was designed to bridge part of that gap of 
knowledge. It was designed to provide the general public, Boards, and Committees a 
vision of how we are implementing our LCIP and budget. Showing what we have done 
is great, but equally as important is where we are going and how to get there. 

If projects as requested are approved, including both the Administrator and 
Superintendent's recommendations, the proposed FY21 bond authorization amount 
would significantly exceed the 80% bond issue limitation by $3,627,037, as established 
by the City Ordinance (Chapter 2, Article II, Section 2-34: Council Action on Bond Issue 
Authorization). 

Having said this, the Finance Committee supports the 80°/o standard until the 
increase in economic development can support an increase in debt spending. 

The Finance Committee will be able to better respond to the LCIP variables once various 
components have been selected for budget consideration. 

The Finance Committee stands ready to aid the City Council and Administration in 
coming up with alternative ideas to save money, streamline projects for cost 
effectiveness, and more. We look forward to seeing the final draft of the FY21 LCIP as 
the City moves into the future. 



A motion was made by Ms. Bemie0 and seconded by Councilor Khalid to approve the 
above FY21 LCIP recommendation and forward it to the City Council in accordance with 
the City Charter. The motion passed 5-0.

Honorable Mayor and Members of the City Council: 

The proposed FY2021 Lewiston capital Improvement Program (LCIP) is hereby submitted for 
your review in accordance with the provisions of the City Charter. 

The purpose of developing and annually updating a five-year capital plan is to ensure that policy 
makers are aware of both current and future capital needs and can take these into account during 
the annual budget process. It assists in setting priorities for addressing the City's infrastructure 
needs and in planning for and managing the City's overall debt. 

At the same time, a capital plan is not and cannot be carved in stone. It must be a living and 
flexible document that, while informing judgments, does not predetermine them. While the plan 
serves as a guide to decision making, other factors must be weighed and balanced. These include: 
the overall economic and fiscal climate; the City's debt position; the availability of non-city funding 
sources; unexpected emergencies or development opportunities; public requests or expectations; 
and the ability of the City's operating budget to directly fund projects through normal City 
revenues. 

Under our charter and procedures, this plan is also submitted to the Planning Board and the 
Finance Committee for their review, comments, and recommendations. The Council is required 
to hold a public hearing on this plan and to adopt it as it may be changed or modified at least 
four months prior to the end of the current fiscal year. 

In addition to various summaries, each project included in the plan is described and justified in 
the attached project detail sheets. Potential sources of funding are suggested such as federal or 
state grants, our operating budget, or general obligation bonds. 

While a five-year time frame is appropriate for planning purposes, the focus of immediate 
attention will be on those projects scheduled for the coming fiscal year and, more specifically, 
those requiring either operating support or debt authorization. A summary of such projects can 
be found below.

OVERALL SUMMARY 

The five-year capital plan calls for approximately $167.6 million in projects, of which $140 million 
are supported by City resources including our various operating budgets or general obligation or 
enterprise revenue supported bonds. The following chart summarizes the proposed use of local 
resources for the first year of the plan (FY2020) and the total over the full five year period:

Significant changes include a $2.04 million decrease in City bond request reflecting the funding 
of the $5.5 million 9-1-1 Radio project approved in FY20. A $1.4 million reduction in the size of 
the proposed School bond issue from last year's proposed $2.6 million. Water bonds shrank by 
$1.3 million foregoing the inclusion of $1.2 million for a contingency authorization to apply an 
algaecide to Lake Auburn. The lake was treated with alum in FY19 with a projected life of 3-5 
years. The FY2021 proposed sewer and storm water utility bond requests rose by $670,000, and 
$625,000 respectively from last year's requests. 

PROPOSED BOND ISSUES 

The following chart and accompanying graph summarizes the amount of bonded debt proposed 
for the City's General Fund and each of its Enterprise Funds over the next five years.

During and subsequent to the great recession, capital funding financed by our operating budget 
declined. While we have attempted from time to time to take modest steps to increase the 
operating capital budget, minimal progress has occurred in part due to continuing reductions in 
state revenue sharing and in part due to recognition of the City's relatively high tax rate. As a 
result minimal capital funding has been provided by the operating budget since at least FY2010. 
To offset dramatic increases in borrowing, we have been able to fund considerable capital work 
through the use of the General Fund's fund balance in recent years. While this may again be 
possible for this year, fund balance is not a long-term and predictable source of capital funding 
since available balances can be heavily impacted by economic declines. Projects that should be 
funded through current revenues continue to be proposed for either bond funding or the use of 
fund balance. This includes equipment replacement, annual street paving, and proposed funding 
for some smaller projects. 

While pressure remains on the City's operating budget due to slow valuation growth and the lack 
of full funding of State Revenue Sharing/ staff will continue to closely evaluate the potential to 
fund all or portions of proposed bond projects through the operating budget. Funding recurring 
and on-going capital expenses from operations should continue to be our long-term goal. 

DEBT POSTURE 

At the present time, the City's outstanding issued and authorized debt for all funds and purposes 
is $212,108,597. The following chart provides greater detail by fund and purpose:

1 Of this amount, $52,832,201 in debt associated with new school construction is paid by the State. 
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The current year's City General Fund debt service budget of approximately $8,748,319, while 
reduced from its high of $10,184,086 in FY2010, represents approximately 19% of the City's 
operating budget exclusive of schools and the county tax. The City Council has consistently 
reaffirmed our goal of reducing this percentage over time to a more sustainable level. This will 
be a major challenge given continuing economic constraints on our operating budget, past and 
potential future reductions in state and federal funding, and the need to address aging 
infrastructure. 

Our recent approach to debt management has involved a four part strategy. first, attempting to 
move certain capital expenditures back into our operating budget or find other sources to fund 
them. Generally, projects that are on-going or fairly predictable from year to year, such as street 
overlay and fleet replacement, should be supported by annual revenues. Unfortunately, this is 
currently not the case. Second, we closely monitored capital markets and refinanced outstanding 
bonds at lower interest rates whenever possible. Third, we eliminated the past practice of using 
one-time revenues and fund balance to support the operating budget and adopted a fund balance 
policy. Under that policy, once certain targets are met, preference is given to using amounts over 
the target for capital expenditures, relieving the need to borrow. Finally, in 2012, the Council 
lowered the amount of debt that can be authorized in any one year from 97% of the average 
amount of principal retired over the last three years to 80%. To exceed this amount/ an 
affirmative vote of five Councilors is required. Over time, these approaches allowed the city to 
gradually reduce its outstanding debt, interest due, and the percentage of the operating budget 
devoted to debt service. 

Unfortunately, some of these tools are no longer available to us. For the most part, any debt that 
could be refinanced has been. While the interest rate environment has shown some volatility, it 
has generally hovered around historic lows and savings may not be available from refinancing 
existing debt. As a result, interest costs on newly issued bonds are unlikely to be lower than those 
experienced in recent years. Finally, given service demands and our already high tax rate, the 
effort to move continuing capital expenditures into the operating budget has not been successful. 

Reducing our outstanding debt will also not result in an immediate significant reduction in the 
City's debt service payment schedule since we have generally worked to shorten the term for 
repayment in order to reduce interest costs and continuing to structure our debt to make equal 
annual principal payments, which speeds principal reduction. While resulting in a declining 
payment schedule over time as principal is paid off, this approach requires higher payments in 
the early years while also reducing lifetime interest paid. As a result of the changing economic 
and interest rate environment, and the identified need to invest in projects with a significant life 
expectancy, it may be necessary to revisit some of our approaches to debt issuance in the coming 
years and our reliance on the 80% standard to govern new debt authorization.

Given these required payments and the additional borrowing that will occur over this time, annual 
principal is likely to continue to increase at least until FY22 when the City will no longer be paying 
off its pension obligation bonds; on a positive note, however/ we continue to anticipate that we 
will see a reduction in interest costs. 

ENTERPRISE FUNDS 

The majority of the projects in our water, sewer, and storm water funds are directly related to 
addressing old and deteriorating infrastructure or responding to state and federal clean water 
mandates. In all of the utilities, debt service costs are a major factor driving future rate increases. 
In order to better plan for and manage such increases, we continue to develop multi-year revenue 
and expense projections to ensure that policy makers are aware of the impact of capital projects 
on the financial stability and rates of these utilities.

Given the proposed bond projects/ the 80% limit of $7,275,913 would be exceeded by 
$3,627,037. 

As we move through the budget process, it will be necessary for us to closely analyze each of the 
projects proposed for the coming year's bond funding to set priorities and to reduce next year's 
issue to a more manageable level. This can be accomplished by deferring projects and/or funding 
some of them from either the City's operating budget or unallocated fund balance. Toward this 
end, the goal of reducing next year's bond issue should remain in our minds as we work on the 
FY2021 operating budget. 

CONCLUSION 

The LCIP is an important planning tool to assist policy makers as they consider financial and 
development issues. However, the LCIP is only a "tool," not a funded budget. 
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The City Council has the final authority over which projects are funded and which are not. Given 
the impact on the City's operating budget due to past and continuing state municipal revenue 
sharing shortfalls and given the City's overall debt and fiscal posture, it may be difficult to either 
afford or fully fund all of the scheduled LCIP projects, including those proposed for inclusion in 
the General Fund operating budget. As a result, these projects will require that we carefully 
prioritize what must and should be done. These are issues that will be fully discussed and 
evaluated during the upcoming budget process. 

I would like to express my thanks to the members of City staff who contributed to developing this 
plan, especially our department directors, and our Finance Director Heather Hunter. Without their 
efforts, this document could not have been produced in a timely fashion. 

I look forward to the opportunity of reviewing this plan with you, the Planning Board, and the 
Finance Committee over the coming months.
