WHEN THE U.S.S. MAINE WAS COMMISSIONED IN 1835, IT WAS
THE FIRST MODERN AMERICAN BATTLESHIP, AND THE FIRST
MODERN U.S. NAVY WARSHIP TO BE BUILT IN AN AMERICAN b
SHIPYARD OF MATERIALS AND COMPONENTS MANUFACTURED _
IN THE UNITED STATES. THE MAINE VISITED PORTLAND IN
NOV., 1895, TO RECEIVE ITS SILVER SERVICE
AND AGAIN [N AUGUST, 1897, WITH THE REST
OF THE NORTH ATLANTIC SOUADRON. IN
JANUARY, 1898, THE MAINE WAS ORDERED
TO HAVANA,CUBA BY PRESIDENT WILLIAM =
McKINLEY AS PART OF HIS PLAN TO
PRESSURE SPAIN INTO GRANTING
INDEPENDENCE TO THE ISLAND COLONY
WHICH WAS IN REBELLION. WHEN THE
MAINE EXPLODED ON THE NIGHT OF
FEBRUARY 15,1898, THE PRESS AND
THE PUBLIC BLAMED THE SINKING ON
SPAIN, AND PUBLIC AND CONGRESSIONAL
PRESSURE LED TO A DECLARATION OF
WAR. "REMEMBER THE MAINE" BECAME A
